Conditions of Use

1.
Permissive Use.  The facilities of St. James Episcopal Church are for the primary use of the church and its activities.  Permissive use of parts of its facilities are granted subject to the right of the church to cancel the permissive use granted with this agreement in the event the facility is needed for the needs of the church.  The church agrees to give as much notice as possible of any cancellation.  Such cancellation will result in the church returning any deposit or payments for future use, which will be the sole extent of the church’s obligations to the User under this agreement.

Further, the church reserves the right to cancel the permissive use granted with this agreement in the event of a breach of any part of the conditions of this agreement by the User or for any other good cause.  Such cancellation will result in no return of any amounts paid hereunder and the User will remain liable for any further obligations under this agreement, including the payment of all amounts due.  

2. 
No Discrimination.  This church believes and operates on the principle that there will be no discrimination on the basis of race, color, religion, creed, ancestry, age, sex, marital status, national origin, disability, or sexual orientation and will not permit any discrimination in the use of its facilities.  The User of the facilities certifies that it does not discriminate on any basis and that it will not do so in its use of the facilities of the church.  

3. 
Return of Facilities to Current Condition.  At the end of the use authorized by this agreement, the User agrees to return the facilities used (including all equipment and items used) in a clean condition, without damage, and in the configuration the furniture, tables and chairs were in at the beginning of its use (unless such other configuration is requested or agreed to by the Church).  In the event the facilities and all equipment and items used are not left in a clean condition, the User agrees to pay a Cleaning Fee of $50.00.  In the event the furniture, tables and chairs are not returned to the configuration found at the beginning of its use (or as may be directed or agreed to by the Church) the User agrees to pay a Reconfiguration Fee of $25.00.  The User will be fully liable to the Church for all damage to the facilities used, and/or any other property of the Church, that may occur during or arising from the use granted by this agreement, including any and all damage caused by anyone using the facilities through or under the User.  The piano in the Great Hall is not to be moved without specific written approval of St. James.  Moving of Piano results in a necessity of having it re-tuned.  If the piano is moved without written approval, the User agrees to pay a re-tuning fee of $125.00.  

4.
Indemnification.  The User agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Church, its staff, vestry, parishioners and all others connected with St. James from any and all costs, damages and any other liability, including attorney’s fees and costs of litigation to defend a claim or to enforce this agreement, claimed by any party arising out of or relating in any manner to the User’s use of the facilities of the Church under this agreement.  

5.
Other Items.  This agreement shall be governed by and construed under the laws of the state of Vermont.  

This agreement sets out the full agreement of the parties and may only be modified by a further written agreement signed by both parties.  

The User confirms that the person signing this agreement on its behalf has full authority to act for and bind the User in entering into this agreement.
